Inspection requested 
before 1200hrs will be shifted on same 
day for inspection and request received 
after 1200hrs will be shifted on next day.

Container will be 
shifted to inspection 
area based on the 
advised time for 
inspection.

Customs officer will draw 
sample or inspect the cargo. 
If no abnormality found, 
container will be released for 
delivery. 

Upon clearance from 
Customs, approach BMCT 
documentation with 
relevant documents (e.g 
Out of Charge) for delivery.

Documentation will 
release container for 
delivery upon confirmation 
with BMCT's Finance 
department on sufficient 
funds for DPD customer.

Container seal will be 
cut in the presence of 
CHA and customs. 

Coordinate with 
Customs for 
inspection time and 
inform BMCT's 
documentation.

Check with BMCT for inspection availability
- Up to 25% 
- 26 to 50 % (Subject to BMCT's approval)
